tied for the most state championships in state history.  

o 1997 team was one of ten teams in state girls’ soccer history to go undefeated (22-0) for 

the season and ranked #3 in the country by National Soccer Coaches Association of 

America. 

o Her teams have been in the Final Four 23 of 26 years. 

o Been involved in 19 state championship games as an assistant and Head Coach Eight 

state championship runners-up.
